Introduction

The Hertfordshire Scouts Regatta will be organised by the Hertfordshire Scouts Sailing Activities Section in conjunction with Bury Lake Young Mariners Sailing Club on Sunday 19th September 2010.

The Rules

The current Racing Rules of Sailing, the Prescriptions of the RYA, this Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions and notices on the Official Notice Board, will govern the Regatta.

Eligibility

Racing will be conducted in any class of dinghy that holds a current Portsmouth Yardstick Handicap number. Classes of dinghy that do not hold a Portsmouth Yardstick number will have one allocated by the Race Committee. There will be no appeal against the Race Committee regarding the number allocated once accepted at registration. 

The Regatta will be open to any Scout in the following age ranges.

Group 1.
Aged between 10 & 14 on the day of the competition.

Group 2.
Aged between 14 & 18 on the day of the competition.

Group 3.
Aged over 18 on the day of the competition.

All competitors must be members of the Scout  Association. 

Entries and Registration 

Entry shall be on the official entry form and will be accompanied by an entry fee of £8 per boat. Registration will take place on Sunday 19th September from 09.00hrs. The base will be open from 08.00hrs. Arrangements can be made for groups who wish to bring their boats on the preceding day, Saturday 18th September.

Briefing. 

There will be a briefing at 10.30am. 

Programme of Racing 

The programme of racing will be set out in the Sailing Instructions and will consist of three races. 

Race 1 will not start before 11.00am.

Race 2 will start at 13.30 with Race 3 starting as soon as possible after finishing Race 2

Advertising Category

Advertising shall be Category B in accordance with the Racing Rules of Sailing, Appendix G

Boats

Any Scouts or Groups own boats may be used for the event, or competitors may hire boats from Bury Lake Young Mariners or Hertfordshire Scouts as follows:

Measurement

There will be no measurement or scrutiny of sailing boats, however if a sailing boat is seen to be infringing considered levels of sportsmanship the protest committee may disqualify the boat from the event.

Sailing Instructions

Copies of the Sailing Instructions will be available at registration.

Safety 

Adequate personal buoyancy must be worn by all crewmembers, properly secured, whilst sailing at all times. Wet or dry suits do not constitute adequate personal buoyancy.

Prize Giving

This will take place in the clubhouse as soon as possible after the finish of the last race.  

Prizes

There will be prizes for each age range and other prizes where the competition has been sufficient to warrant the giving of a special prize. For example there may be a sufficient entry from leaders in the over 18 category to warrant a special prize.

Parents Consent

Parents consent is required on the Regatta entry form in order that Scouts may compete in the event.
